The authors should specify 3-5 keywords. Do not number the KEYWORD heading, left-justify it and set it in 12-point boldface capitals. Insert two blank lines (11-point) between the end of the abstract and the keywords heading.

Please write your paper in English, on A4 paper format with 2,5 cm margins (left, right, top and bottom). Use Times New Roman font, and, with the exception of the title, authors and affiliations, and headings, the text should be fully-justified (left and right). The paper should not exceed six pages. Do not insert page numbers in the paper.   


Please submit an electronic copy of the paper in either MS Word or LaTeX. A PDF version or a printed copy (one-sided) of the paper should be also submitted. The electronic versions of the paper should be named: AbstractnumberNameoffirstauthor.xxx. Thus if your name is Dekker, your abstract number (as reported in the acceptance notification) is 001, and your paper is in MS Word, the copies of your paper should be named 001Dekker.doc and 001Dekker.pdf. Please do not enter spaces or commas between the abstract number and author name. If submitting a printed copy, please do not  fold it, do not staple it, and number its pages using a pencil. Figures and tables should be electronically incorporated in the text (not glued or taped).

2.2 The Title and Authors 
Center the title and set it in 14-point, boldface CAPITALS.  Insert two blank (14-point) lines between the title and the author(s). The authors’ names should be centered, first name first, without job title or honorific. Insert one blank line (11-point) between the authors’ names and their affiliations. Use 12-point font for the authors’ names and 11-point font for the affiliations and addresses.        

2.3 The Main Text

Use 11-point Times New Roman font and single line spacing for the main text. Do not use footnotes:  incorporate the related material directly in the main text.  

2.3.1
Headings and Paragraphs

Left-justify the main text headings and number them using Arabic numerals. Please refer to Table 1 for the style and font sizes of the various headings. Insert three blank (11-point) lines between 1st-level headings and the end of the previous section text, two blank (11-point) lines between 2nd level headings and the end of the previous section text, and one blank (11-point) line before and after all the remaining main text headings.   


Indent paragraphs, just as this one. However, the first paragraph after a heading should not be indented.

Center equations and number them sequentially (in parenthesis by the right margin).

Figures and Tables

Figures and tables should be centered, and should not exceed the width of the page. Their captions should be also centered, capitalized, and end without a period. Figure captions should be positioned immediately below the figures, while table captions immediately above the tables (please refer to Figure 1 and Table 1). Number figures and tables sequentially (separately figures and tables), using Arabic numerals, and please do not forget to refer to them in the text.

Do not number the APPENDIX section heading, left-justify it and set it in 12-point boldface capitals. Insert three blank lines (11-point) between the acknowledgements heading and the end of the previous section. Use Roman alphabet letters to label multiple appendices (Appendix A, B, C, etc.). 

REFERENCES

Cite references in the text as follows [1, 2, 3], [4], [5].


Do not number the REFERENCES section heading, left-justify it and set it in 12-point boldface capitals. Insert three blank lines (11-point) between the references heading and the end of the previous section. 

In the reference section, list only references that are cited in the text and organize them in alphabetical order. Use 10-point font and the following style for your list of references:
